Certifier?

They are independent organizations that
rate a fishery, farm or fisherman against their
own guidelines or sustainability standards.
These standards vary among certifiers and
can include the entire seafood supply chain
from ocean to plate, or just the fishery/farm.
You can use the reverse side to get a better
idea of how 3rd party sustainability
standards compare to government
regulations.
